1. 	Except for Quebec, self-employed individuals can use an automobile logbook maintained for a sample period to 
support motor vehicle expenses if:

	 •	 a full logbook for a 12-month “base” period (starting in 2009 or later) is maintained;
	 •	 a sample logbook for a continuous three-month period in each subsequent year is completed;
	 •	 the business use in the sample logbook is within 10% of the results for the same three-month  

	 period in the base year; and
	 •	 the business use for the entire year as extrapolated from the subsequent sample log is within 10%  

	 of the base-year result.
