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Become an industry insider

It’s incredibly important to be as knowledgeable as possible about the industries and  
companies you want to work for. Set yourself up to receive daily information, then scan  
the headlines of each publication for 15 to 30 minutes each day.

1.  Subscribe to industry “must-reads” 
To find the essential reading in your industry, ask people you know and use Internet  
search engines.

Read or skim a newspaper on a daily basis (online is fine) to provide you an update  
on events. If you are interested in a particular city or region of the country or world, then  
read the news from that geographic area as well.
