The Russian shift towards transparency

The end of 2011 saw a large push towards greater transparency in Russia. Key staff in state
companies, as well as their relatives, will need to provide data on their personal income, loan and
share holdings. Even more significant is the fact that companies may not work on Government
contracts if they do not declare who are the ultimate individual owners. There is similar legislation
before the Czech parliament. Will Slovakia fall behind Russia and the Czech Republic in the fight
against corruption? Just like the Russians, Slovaks want some action; they have had enough of
corruption. Will the major political parties really get serious about corruption post election? Possibly
but unlikely. Private business must be able to show that their transactions with related persons and
companies are based on market prices. Otherwise they face tax penalties and potentially criminal
penalties for company directions for deliberate tax evasion. Shouldn't the key government personnel
be also held liable for overpriced / underpriced contracts as in the private sector? The private sector
needs to have evidence to support related party transactions, which can be reviewed at any time by
the tax office. Shouldn't the public sector be held to that same standard? The time has come for
Slovakia to raise its standards. The old argument of "we have come so far in a short time since
communism* to justify the lack of further progress is now wearing thin.
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
