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Legal Alert

Ratification of CEFTA Joint Committee Decision No. 2/2024
on the Facilitation of Electronic Commerce

The Albanian Parliament has ratified Law No. 50/2025, which brings into force the
CEFTA Joint Committee Decision No. 2/2024 “On the Facilitation of Electronic
Commerce.” This Law marks a significant step in harmonizing Albania’s legal
framework for electronic commerce with European Union standards, aiming to
promote cross-border digital trade, enhance consumer protection, and ensure a
level playing field for businesses operating online.

Key Aspects

This law is harmonized with EU standards, validates electronic contracts, requires
clear consumer information, grants a 14-day withdrawal right for distance sales
(including digital content), and mandates transparency and fairness from online
platforms. It limits intermediary liability if they act on illegal content, obliges
businesses to update terms and processes, and establishes strong dispute resolution
mechanisms to protect consumers and support a unified regional digital market.

Implications and Next Steps

Businesses must update terms, consumer information, and internal processes to
comply with new transparency, consumer rights, contract, and complaint
handling requirements. The law is a major step toward regional digital market
integration, with further harmonization expected.

Ligji u jep té
drejtén e térheqjes brenda 14 ditésh pér blerjet né distancé, duke pérfshiré edhe pérmbajtjet
dixhitale. Gjithashtu, u kérkon platformave online té jené transparente dhe té drejta. Ligji
kufizon pérgjegjésiné e ndérmjetésve neése ata veprojné kundér pérmbajtjeve té paligishme.
Bizneset detyrohen té pérditésojné kushtet dhe procedurat e tyre. Pér mé tepér, ligji vendos
mekanizma té forté pér zgjidhjen e mosmarréveshjeve, me gqéllim mbrojtjen e konsumatoréve
dhe mbeéshtetjen e njé tregu dixhital rajonal t€ njésuar.
