UNSWORN DECLARATION UNDER PENALTY OF PERJURY OF ATTORNEY IN 
SUPPORT OF RECEIVER’S EMERGENCY EX PARTE APPLICATION FOR 

TEMPORARY RESTRAINING ORDER AND RELIEF PURSUANT TO 
SECTIONS 105(A) AND 1519 OF THE BANKRUPTCY CODE 

1. “My name is John E. Howland.  I am over the age of twenty-one (21) years of 

age, have never been convicted of a felony or crime involving moral turpitude, and am 

competent in all respects to make this affidavit.  I am an attorney for PricewaterhouseCoopers 

Inc., LIT, (“PWC”) solely in its capacity as court-appointed receiver and authorized foreign 

representative of the above-captioned Debtors (the “Receiver”). 

2. The Receiver is the Movant with respect to the Receiver’s Emergency Ex Parte 

Application For Temporary Restraining Order And Relief Pursuant To Sections 105(A) And 

1519 Of The Bankruptcy Code (“Application”), which was filed contemporaneously with this 

declaration.   

3. The Application seeks a temporary restraining order against collection efforts by 

the above-captioned debtors’ creditors.  It is not practicable to give notice to the entire body of 

creditors which numbers almost 500, in advance of filing the Application.  Advance notice 

should not be required because the purpose of the Application is to obtain a temporary 
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restraining order prior to any self-help or other collection actions.  Advance notice could 

possibly precipitate self-help or other collection actions. 

4. On April 3, 2019, I or someone with my firm directed that the Application and 

Notice of Hearing regarding same be served on parties in interest in this case. Proof of such 

service will be filed with the Court.
